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CASE TRANSFERS TO ADOPTIONS DIVISION

This is to remind staff of the necessary conditions under which a CSW can initiate the transfer of a case to Adoptions Division.  It is the Department’s policy that cases may be transferred to Adoptions Division when both of the following circumstances exist:

· a WIC 366.26 hearing has been calendared; and,

· there is a current adoptive assessment indicating that the child is adoptable.

When the above-cited circumstances exist, the case shall be transferred to Adoptions Division pursuant to established time frames and procedures.  It is appropriate for a CSW to recommend a plan of adoption to the court; it is not appropriate to request an order to transfer the case to Adoptions Division and CSWs are instructed not to do so.
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
