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IDENTIFICATION OF

VOLUNTARY PLACEMENT CASES

This is a reminder to staff of the importance of CWS/CMS case status accurately reflecting

whether the case is “court involvement” or “voluntary.”  In the Client Services folder, Identification 

page, Case Status indicate whether the case is currently “court involvement” or “voluntary” by 

checking next to the correct category.  On an ongoing basis, check Case Status to 

insure its validity.

Los Angeles County has agreed to participate in the Extended Voluntary Placement (EVP) 

component of the Title IV-E Waiver Demonstration Project that allows a child and family

access to out-of-home care services for up to twelve months without juvenile court 

involvement.  (Please see CSWH # OHC 99-04, Voluntary Placement and Extended 

Voluntary Placement, for further information).

The ability to accurately identify the voluntary placement cases is vital to the success of the

EVP program.  To meet federal requirements, the California Department of Social Services 

(CDSS) has contracted with the University of California, Berkeley (UCB), Center for Social 

Services Research, to conduct the research and evaluation component of the demonstration

project.  The research methodology relies heavily on data collected directly off of CWS/CMS, 

thereby reducing the amount of time the CSW would need to spend on supplying information.
