NEW NAMES FOR ALLEGATION TYPES

This release is to inform staff that with the release of CWS/CMS version 4.1, users will have different selections of allegation, and to advise staff how to use these new allegation types.

New to CWS/CMS is the allegation type Substantial Risk.  It is appropriate to use this type of allegation when DCFS perceives a need to provide preventative services to a child, but has no direct allegations regarding that child.  For example: a referral is taken on a child who is reported to be living in the home of a registered sex offender, even though the reporter is unaware of any current abuse of the child taking place at the time of the report.  If the investigating CSW finds that the child has actually been abused, then the CSW should substantiate the allegation of Substantial Risk and add the appropriate new allegation to the allegation notebook of the referral.

The allegation type At risk but not abused has been changed to At risk, sibling abused.  The wording of this allegation has been changed in order to be consistent with the language of Welfare and Institutions Code, Section 300 (j).  The use of this allegation type remains the same.
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
