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RELEASE OF INFORMATION UPON THE DEATH

OF A CHILD PURSUANT TO WIC 827

This is to advise staff that Welfare and Institutions Code (WIC) Section 827 has been amended to allow the release of juvenile case records to the public when certain conditions are met.  When a child who is under the supervision of the Department of Children and Family Services (or the Department of Probation) dies, WIC Section 827 allows individuals to file a petition with the court for release of juvenile court records and interested parties to file an objection to that request.

If the court grants a request for DCFS records and/or information, DCFS Juvenile Court Services will be responsible for obtaining and returning the case file from the appropriate Regional Administrator.  In accordance with WIC 827, any information that could identify another child, except for information about the deceased, is redacted and sent to the requesting party by County Counsel’s Office.  Currently, the case-carrying CSW does not need to take any action in regards to WIC 827 petitions.  However, if you have any questions, please contact County Counsel.
