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VOLUNTARY FAMILY MAINTENANCE (VFM)

AND THE PROVISION OF

FAMILY PRESERVATION PROGRAM SERVICES 
This is to remind staff of Department policy regarding the provision of Voluntary Family Maintenance (VFM) services to families as it relates to the provision of Family Preservation Program services.

The assessment for the appropriateness of Voluntary Family Maintenance (VFM) services should not be based solely on the availability of Family Preservation Program (FPP) services.  Community Family Preservation Network (CFPN) agencies have allocations for the number of families they serve.  If there is not an allocation for FPP services available, a VFM case plan can still be implemented.  Conversely, our top priority is child safety; if the child is assessed to be at risk, evaluate to determine if the child can remain safely in the home.
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
