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	IS THIS A PSYCHOTROPIC MEDICATION?
Many children in the foster care system are receiving psychotropic medications.  There is increasing concern about the appropriateness of the administration of some of these medications to children.  

As you are aware, the administration of any drug to alter the behavior of a child under the protection of the Department, must be authorized either by the parent or guardian with legal authority or be approved by Juvenile Court. The following is a listing of some of the most commonly prescribed psychotropic medications.  Several of these medications are also prescribed for other conditions.  When they are being administered for non-psychotropic purposes, it is not necessary to obtain court approval.  As with any medication a child is taking, the Children’s Social Workers are encouraged to consult with the Public Health Nurse whenever they have a question about a medication.
