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DISCONTINUATION OF AD 42R,

AGENCY ADOPTION PROGRAM – INDIVIDUAL CASE REPORT

Pursuant to All-County Letter No. 03-23, Discontinuance of Agency Adoption Program – Individual Case Report (AD 42R) for Public Adoption Agencies, public adoption agencies will not be required to submit the AD 42R to the California Department of Social Services (CDSS) for adoptions finalized after December 31, 2002.  CDSS will be utilizing CWS/CMS as the source for characteristic data on children and families who have completed the adoption process.

To implement this change, the following tasks must be completed:

Ensure that all data entry is complete, timely and accurate for agency adoptions finalized on or after January 1, 2003, especially the information contained in the Client and Placement Notebooks.

When completing a cooperative placement with a licensed California private adoption agency, complete the following sections on the AD 42R:

Case Identification Section:  Items A, B, C and D

Part I. General Case Information:  Items 4 and 5A

Part II. Data on Child:  Item 8

(
Part VI: Adoption Assistance Program: Item 32D.

Sign the AD 42R as the adoption agency representative.  Forward the form to the private adoption agency once the adoption is finalized.  This allows the private adoption agency to meet the requirements for submission of the Private Adoption Agency Reimbursement Program (PAARP).
