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ALLEGED FATHERS:  NOTICE 

AND WAIVER
The Policy Section is currently restructuring the process by which policy is developed and approved.  In the interim, this release serves as a notification of a change in policy.

This is to advise staff that in the interim until the revised version of Procedural Guide 0300-306.20. Alleged Fathers:  Notice and Waiver, is released the following procedures are to be carried out by the case-carrying CSW, in addition to those already specified in the existing policy:

Provide notice to the tribe and Indian Custodian for all case identified as falling under the Indian Child Welfare Act.
Send a Notice of Hearing on Petition, together with a JV-505, Statement Regarding Paternity (Juvenile Dependency), to an alleged father at least 24 hours prior to the Jurisdictional/Disposition Hearing when that hearing is set less than five days from the Arraignment hearing.

The following code sections regarding notice requirements (Welfare and Institutions Code Sections 316.2, 366.23) have been renumbered and are now WIC Code Sections 2290.1, 290.2, 291, 292, 293, 294, 295, 296 and 297.

For non-detained petitions the Notice of Hearing on Petition, together with a JV-505 should be sent to the alleged father at least 10 calendar days prior to the scheduled hearing.

If the recommendation is adoption and the alleged father’s whereabouts is unknown a due diligence report must be submitted to the court at least 90 days prior to the WIC 366.26 hearing.
