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FAMILY MAINTENANCE SERVICES FOR BOTH

COURT AND VOLUNTARY CASES

The Policy Section is currently restructuring the process by which policy is developed and approved.  In the interim, this release serves as a notification of a change in policy.

This is to advise staff that in the interim until the revised version of Procedural Guide 0090-503.10, Family Maintenance Services for both Court and Voluntary Cases, is released, the following procedures are to be carried out in addition to those already specified in the existing  policy:

· For sexual abuse cases: the non-offending parent must be willing to obtain an Emergency Protective Order when appropriate.

· When completing the Initial Case Plan, be specific as to what each party agrees to do and who will participate in each task; i.e., mother and father will complete a program of Parent Education Classes.  If the court, on its own motion, orders the dismissal of a petition without prejudice and the provision of informal supervision pursuant to WIC 301, the Juvenile Court Services CSW will contact the case carrying CSW by telephone for assistance in completing the case Plan.  The Court Service Plan should be incorporated into the Initial Case Plan.
