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EMANCIPATION SERVICES / INDEPENDENT LIVING PROGRAM (ES/ILP) SERVICE TRACKING APPLICATION IMPLEMENTATION

The Department of Children and Family Services and the Probation Department are pleased to announce the implementation of the new web-based Emancipation Services / Independent Living Program (ES/ILP) Service Tracking Application.  ES/ILP can be accessed through LAKids and will improve the tracking of foster and probation youth who qualify for ES/ILP Services.  The service tracking system will ensure accurate delivery of funding and greater continuity of services to meet the needs of our youth.

ES/ILP - Youth Services module 

Starting July 1, 2004, the Program Liaison Evaluation and Assistance for Successful Emancipation (PLEASE) Unit, within the Emancipation Services Division, began entering Emancipation and Independent Living Funds/Services Requests into the new system.  Based on the County, State and Federal regulations, eligibility determination for the youth served is now an automated process secured by the application.  Additionally, the system utilizes Child Welfare Services/Case Management System (CWS/CMS) data to populate youth information into the online youth records.  The information populated from CWS/CMS is then used to assist the Transition Coordinators to provide funds and/or services based on the individual needs of the youth.  The Service Tracking Application is designed to capture the comprehensive array of funds/services, as well as all associated relevant demographic data, provided to all eligible youth ages 14-21.

For eligible youth ages 14-15, Emancipation Services is able to provide E-STEP services in the form of Life Skills Classes and Tutoring Services, which can be recorded and tracked by the new system.

For all youth ages 16-21 that remain in an open, paid, foster placement, it is required that the primary case carrying CSW update and maintain accurate data in CWS/CMS.  This will enable Transition Coordinators to accurately and effectively determine the basis of need for a youth requesting funds/services.

Additionally, for all youth ages 16-21 that are emancipated, the Transition Coordinator completing a request for funds/services, must update and maintain accurate demographic data in the ES/ILP Service Tracking Application.
Access to the System

Access to the system requires a User ID and Password.  Your User ID will be the same as your CWS/CMS User ID.  All Transition Coordinators and PLEASE Unit Workers have been given access to the system to maintain the demographic data and to complete the requests online.  Case carrying CSWs will be given read-only access at a future date.
