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PLACING CHILDREN 36 MONTHS AND YOUNGER

This is to advise staff of a change in policy set forth in Procedural Guide 0100-510.10, Capacity in a Relative/Nonrelative Extended Family Member or Foster Family Home, in an effort to ensure the safety and that the needs are meet of these vulnerable children.

Current policy states:

CSWs shall not place a child younger than 24 months in a relative/nonrelative extended family member or in a foster family home if two or more children under 24 months of age already reside in the household, unless an exception is approved by the ARA.  An exception must be based on the special needs and best interests of the child (e.g., sibling placements).

Effective immediately the stated age has been increased to 36 months of age and will read as follows:

CSWs shall not place a child younger than 36 months in a relative/nonrelative extended family member or in a foster family home if two or more children under 36 months of age already reside in the household, unless an exception is approved by the ARA.  An exception must be based on the special needs and best interests of the child (e.g., sibling placements).

Procedural Guide 0100-510.10, Capacity in a Relative/Nonrelative Extended Family Member or Foster Family Home, is in the process of being revised to reflect this change and will be released in the near future.
