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SDM RISK ASSESSMENT COMPLETION ON UNFOUNDED REFERRALS TO SUPPORT FIRST FIVE IMPLEMENTATION OF PARTNERSHIP 

FOR FAMILIES INITIATIVE
Starting July 2006 First Five LA will be awarding $50 million in contracts over five years to community agencies to provide services by the Partnership For Families (PFF) Initiative to DCFS referred clients.  The criteria for selecting clients will be based on families with child/ren age 5 and under with an SDM Risk Assessment of High or Very High Risk* living in identified zip codes in designated offices.  

Currently, SDM Risk Assessments are not required on unfounded referrals.  However, to provide referrals to First Five PFF, impacted offices will need to begin completing the SDM Risk Assessments on all Unfounded referrals that have any child age 5 and under. 

Beginning in July 2006, ER CSWs will refer appropriate families to First Five lead agencies using the existing Family Preservation referral process.  The ideal family will have no unmitigated Safety Factors and no case will be opened for services.  The completed SDM Risk Assessment will be high or very high risk and there will be at least one child 5 years and under.  Additionally the CSW has concluded that the families would benefit from PFF services available in their community. 

First Five LA Partnership for Families Initiative

DCFS office zip codes participating in the initiative are listed below.   

*  High and Very High Risk families are determined by use of the SDM Risk Assessment tool which is a research based actuarial tool. This tool assesses specific risk factors, which have been shown by research to be statistically linked to future maltreatment of children.  The risk tool, however, does not assess current safety threats to children.  The SDM Safety Assessment tool does this.  Families referred for PFF services will have a completed SDM Safety Assessment tool, which concludes that there are no unmitigated safety threats (and a determination will have been made that there are no facts/evidence upon which to open a case) and the referral will be closed by the Department.
