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PARTNERING WITH ALL RELEVANT STAKEHOLDERS TO ACHIEVE TIMELY PERMANENCY FOR CHILDREN IN OUT-OF-HOME CARE
Achieving timely permanency for all children in out-of-home care is one of the Department’s three key goals.  To that end, it is important to include all significant parties in discussions of permanency options when these discussions take place.  This is a reminder that the out-of-home care professionals (e.g. FFAs, group homes, medical and mental health providers) and caregivers are significant parties to discussions about permanency for children in placement, and should be invited and encouraged to participate in discussions about permanency.

As it is expected that planning for permanency be a part of every meeting/visit with and about a child or youth in placement, it is critical that the caregiver and professionals as described above are fully versed and included in permanency planning for that child.  Therefore, each CSW should make every effort to attend case staffings conducted by FFAs, group homes, medical and mental health providers, etc and also invite them to actively participate in DCFS-arranged meetings/visits, including TDMs and Permanency Planning Conferences, with and about the child.
