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APPS99 1.5.2 for eCAPS IMPLEMENTATION

This FYI is primarily of interest to Revenue Enhancement staff, and it announces the implementation of an enhanced version of the Automated Provider Payment System (APPS99) on August 13, 2007.  The system processes all foster care paid placement authorizations received from the Child Welfare Services/Case Management System (CWS/CMS) for the Department of Children and Family Services (DCFS), the Department of Mental Health and the Probation Department, as well as the Adoption Assistance Payments.  APPS99 interfaces with the Countywide eCAPS payment system for Auditor-Controller warrants and direct deposit issuance.

New security privileges have been added to the vendor screen in APPS Version 1.5.2.  The following fields will only be updateable by eCAPS group: eCAPS Vendor No, Address Code, Contact No/ Report Code and Sub Report Code.  Also, payment update screen is only available for “Cancelled Payments” and allows update of “Cancel Type” only. 

NOTE:
If you are a current 1.5.2 APPS99 user who turned off your PC the last workday of the week ending August 10, 2007, the installation will take place automatically when you logon for the first time the week beginning August 13, 2007.  Version 1.5.1 (or any earlier version) will not work after the close of business on Friday, August 10, 2007.  APPS99 will also not be available the weekend of August 11-12, 2007.

Access to APPS99 1.5.2

Access to the system requires a current User ID and Password.  If you are not a current user, and your assignment requires access to APPS99 in the future, follow the existing procedures for requesting the software and user privileges.

If you are a current 1.5.1 APPS99 user who does not get the 1.5.2 version, contact the IT Service Desk at (562) 345-6789 OR go to LAKids and access Computer Support to log an incident and get a ticket number.  Use “APPS99 1.5.2 Download” as the incident description and provide your Novell Logon ID. A member of the BIS implementation team will contact you; in the order tickets are opened.
