This is to advise staff that the CWS/CMS 6.2 Code Drop will take place on November 1, 2008.  There will be several changes to CWS/CMS that will be summarized in this FYI as well as in issues of Code Drop News (CDN) that will be posted on LA Kids.
· In order to enter Termination of Parental Rights information for a father, it will be necessary that a Parental Finding row exist for that father on the Parental Finding page of the Family Information Notebook.

User will now have the ability to choose a “Legal Designation’ for father – either Alleged or Presumed.  This action will update the Related Clients page for the father/child relationship.

The Birth Father field will turn GREEN – and worker can select Yes/No or Unknown
The DI responsible for completing the WIC .26 hearing report will be responsible for entering this information.  Information from this page will populate to the AD90/AD551A.
· Changes to the Health Notebook
Summary Page

Now includes the ability for the user to document if the child has been clinically diagnosed as having a disability – it is color-coded GREEN to indicate a new AFCARS field.

Medications Page

This page has been updated to allow more flexibility in recording psychotropic medications. Two radio buttons have been added to indicate if the medication is a psychotropic medication and an indicator if the medication is prescribed for psychiatric purposes.  A new grid has been added that will allow the retention of court order/parental consent dates.
Reminders have been designed to:

· Remind worker in the event a medication is psychotropic/used for psychiatric purposes and no court order/parental consent exists – that a court order is due.

· Remind worker one month prior to a court order expires that another is coming due.

Immunizations Page

The list of Immunizations has been updated with more immunization types, and arranges them in the same order as the yellow immunization card.  

Users now have the ability to choose “All Immunizations Waived” as well as to indicate an individual immunization has been waived.
Cohabitation Page 

Married/Cohabitation field will no longer default to unknown and is now a mandatory field when a row is added on this page.

· Changes to the Client Notebook
ID Page

The Hispanic or Latino Origin button will no longer default to undetermined.  User must select the appropriate button.  A message will display in RED when the button has not been checked and Hispanic has been checked in either primary or secondary ethnicity.  The message will also display when Hispanic origin button has been selected but does not correspond with primary or secondary ethnicity.

Demographic Page

The ‘Previously Adopted’ radio button field located at the bottom of this page is now color-coded GREEN to remind user that this is an AFCARS field.  If not completed, the user will still be able to save to database, however, if the user has the information, it should be completed. 

AAP Eligibility Page

· Age of 3 years or older will no longer be checked automatically if it applies.  User will now have to make the decision if it is applicable and check the box.
· A new frame titled “Agency or Individual with Custody” to the Adoption Info page of the child’s client notebook. 

· Location section has been color coded GREEN to indicate a new AFCARS field

· On the ID page of the Adoptive Placement notebook, there are three new options regarding the prior relationship between adoptive parent(s) and child:  “Other relative”; “Other NREFM”; and “Other Non-relative.”

· Referral Reminders will no longer be Filtered 

When disposing a Referral, CSWs will no longer have to go to the Filter button in order to display all reminders.  All required reminders will automatically display.

· FC Annual Redetermination – Reminder Updated

The FC2 – Redetermination reminder has been changed to reflect current regulations requiring an annual redetermination.  In order for the reminder to be generated, the AFDC-FC page must be completed to show the FC effective date or redetermination date.  The reminder will generate eleven months from the most recent determination date.
· Changes in Placement Notebook 

Two Placement Episode Termination Reasons have been disabled:

· Child Ran Away From Placement

· Child Refused Services
· Child Abducted
In cases where the court has terminated jurisdiction when a youth is a runaway, select Age of Majority as the reason for ending a placement episode.
· Health & Education Passport and the Medi-Cal Application – MC250 have now been updated to the 5/07 version.
· ICWA

The ICWA-030 can be automatically generated from the Notices Page in the Hearing Notebook (Any reference to JV 135 will be changed at next release).  The actual document that will be produced is the ICWA-030.

· Court Section: 32 additional JV Documents added
Of note is the JV 365- Termination of Dependency Jurisdiction-Child Attaining Age of Majority.  In addition, 
The other JV documents are for court use only and at this time will not be used by CSWs.  Additionally, the Recommendations print report has been removed from the application.
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
