Fact Sheet
What is THP-Plus?

THP-Plus is a transitional housing opportunity for Transition Aged Youth (TAY) (DCFS/Probation), from 18 years of age to under 24 years of age.  The program provides independent living housing and support services.

Purpose

The purpose of THP-Plus is to provide selected independent living opportunities Countywide for eligible participants to practice life skills in a safe environment and to assist with the transition from dependence to self-sufficiency.

Goals

· To ensure youth have a stable residence

· To ensure youth receive training and acquire independent living skills 

Target Group

Transition Age Youth (DCFS/Probation), who are at risk of homelessness and meet at least one of the following criteria:

· History of substance abuse

· Multiple Placements within the Foster Care System

· Previous engagement with the Juvenile Justice System

· No high school diploma or GED

· Lack of family support network

· Learning disabilities

· Little or no attachment to the labor force

· Pregnant or parenting youth

Length of Service

The maximum time for THP-Plus participation is 24 cumulative months.

Description of Services

· Furnished housing
· Paid Utilities
· Monthly Food stipend 
· Case management Services
· Monthly bus pass
· Educational Assistance
· Employment Assistance
· Life Skills Training
· Follow-up Services
All services will be provided by a THP-Plus provider.
Required Activities

Each participant must maintain full-time employment or attend school/training and maintain part-time employment.  Participants will also be required to save a portion of their earnings.
