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	ON-SITE DNA TESTING AT CHILDREN’S COURT

The release of this FYI cancels FYIs 08-40 and 08-56 of the same tittle.
It has come to the Department’s attention that there appears to be a great deal of confusion regarding testing times for clients and whether or not an appointment is necessary.
LabCorp will be conducting DNA testing as follows:

Mothers and children on Thursdays from 1:30 P.M. to 4:30 P.M.

The Court will order parties to appear at 1:30 P.M.  Appointments are on a first come first serve basis.  Please encourage the parties to arrive at 1:30 P.M. even though the phlebotomist will be on site until 4:30 P.M.  The Children’s Court closes at 4:30 P.M. sharp. 

Fathers on Fridays from 9:00 A.M. to Noon. The Court will order parties to appear at 9:00 A.M.

Appointments are on a first come first serve basis.  Again please encourage the parties to arrive at 9:00 A.M. even though the phlebotomist will be on site until noon.

No same day testing is available. No on-site in custody testing is available at this time. Photo identification such as a California driver’s license, California Identification card or a passport, is required. If no photo identification is presented at the time of testing, the phlebotomist will attempt to contact counsel for the party to come to the office and identify the party. If counsel cannot be contacted or is not available then the party will not be tested. The Court will be advised of any parties that do not show up for testing or who were turned away due to not having photo identification.

The LabCorp testing office is located in room 2004 on the second floor of the Children’s Court.  During business hours the office will be staffed by a bi-lingual (spanish speaking) phlebotomist.

LabCorp will only proivide testing if the phlebotomist has received a signed and filed copy of the Order Appointing Expert (Appointment Pursuant to Evidence Code Section 730).   This Order is provided to LabCorp from the courtroom staff.  A copy of a minute order is not necessary and will not be accepted in lieu of the Order Appointing Expert.  CSWs ARE NOT to call LabCorp or the Clerk’s Office to make appointments for on-site testing.  A CSW may continue to call LabCorp at 1-800-742-3944 (select Option 3) to make an appointment for testing at a site closer to and more convenient to a parties home.
