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	MAILING ATTACHMENTS WITH COURT REPORTS
This FYI is being issued to clear up the issue of whether attachments to court reports should be mailed to parties with the court report.   As a matter of due process, and in order to provide adequate notice for support of the CSW’s recommendation attachments should be included when reports are mailed to those parties entitled to receive a copy of the court report (See procedural Guide 0300-306.05, Notice of Hearing For Juvenile Court Proceedings).  
There are some attachments, which may be confidential or privileged and should not be provided to all parties.  That includes, but is not limited to, confidential addresses, locations of persons in domestic violence shelters, reproductive information concerning minors, and information concerning some sexually transmitted diseases.  When a CSW has a question regarding the confidentiality and/or privileged disclosure of information contained in an attachment, the worker should consult with the trial county counsel or an out-stationed county counsel.
In addition, the identity of the reporting party is confidential and anything from the County Counsel's office to the social worker is privileged.  Hence, that information should not be attached to court reports either.
