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	NEW COURT NUMBERS FOR NON-MINOR DEPENDENTS
This is to advise staff that begining April 19, 2013 the Clerks Office of the Juvenile Court began issuing new court numbers for youth who are participating in extended foster care.  At the hearing where the youth is ordered into extended foster care a new court number is issued.  The minute order will reflect the youth’s new court number.

An example of such an order will read:

Minor 01 is designated a non-minor dependent.  The court transfers jurisdiction to the non-minor court file number XK11111.

The new court number will begin with XK.

When the youth is given a new court number, CWS/CMS must be updated.  Effective June 6, 2013 Juvenile Court Services (JCS) staff responsible for entering hearing results have begun updating the youth’s court number.  However, for those youth whose court number was already changed prior to June 6, 2013, it is the responsibility of the regional staff to update the youth’s court number.
The following are instructions for updating CWS/CMS:
1. Go to the Client ID page of the youth.

2. Select the Juv. Crt # tab;

3. Enter the date the court made it’s order (the date of the minute order) in the “Court Number Closed Date” field.
4. Click on the “Inactive” box.

5. Click on the “+” in the Juvenile Court Number grid to create a new row.
6. Enter the new court number in the “Court Case Number (Petition Number) County” field.

7. Enter the date the court made it’s order (the date of the minute order)into the “Court Case Number Issued Date” field

8. Save to the database.
