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	SUPERVISED INDEPENDENT LIVING PLACEMENT (SILP) PAYMENT REQUIREMENTS FOR NON-MINOR DEPENDENTS (NMDs)
This FYI is to provide all DCFS staff with information concerning the basic requirements governing the payment of SILP placements per Assembly Bill 12 (AB12) “After 18 Program” (Extended Foster Care) for Non-Minor Dependents (NMDs). 
SILP Payment Requirements
SILPs are the least restrictive of all placement types for the NMD population.  By policy and best practice, NMDs are allowed to be placed in a SILP only after: (1) A required Readiness Assessment (DCFS123-A) is completed between the NMD and CSW; (2) Youth Development Services (YDS) approves a physical inspection (SOC 157B, “SILP Inspection: Checklist of Facility Health and Safety Standards”) of the NMD designated site, and (3) the CSW’s subsequent completion of the SOC 157A (“SILP Approval and Placement Agreement”) with the NMD.  Foster Care Eligibility and Assistance Standards regulations 45-200 state that Federal and/or State funding does not begin until all eligibility requirements are met.  The eligibility requirement for a SILP is an approved SOC 157B.  As such, the start date of the SILP placement payment (currently $799) to the NMD cannot be initiated any earlier than the date of the approved physical inspection documented on the SOC 157B. 
As such, NMDs should not be allowed to reside in a prospective SILP placement prior to completion of the Readiness Assessment and the physical inspection of the NMD designated SILP site has been completed and approved.  NMDs need to be informed that any days they reside in an unapproved SILP site will not qualify for any placement payments for those days.  

Completion of the DCFS 280 (“Technical Assistance Action Request”) for SILP Placements
Effective immediately, the following is required to initiate a SILP placement and payment for a NMD:

- The CSW completes the SOC 157A upon receipt of the approved SOC 157B from YDS. 
- The CSW completes the DCFS 280 and ensures the start date of the SILP payment is no earlier than
   the date the SILP placement physical inspection was approved (SOC 157B).
- The CSW submits the DCFS 280 to the Technical Assistant (TA), with copies of the SOC 157A and
   SOC 157B attached.
- The TA reviews the DCFS 280 and attachments, and if accurate, processes payment arrangement.  If
   not accurate (SILP start dates earlier than the date of approval documented on the SOC 157B), the
  TA returns the DCFS 280 and attachments to the CSW for correction. 
- Upon receipt of a returned DCFS 280, the CSW must quickly reconcile the discrepancy and

  resubmit the 280 to the TA to begin the SILP payment to the NMD.
