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	CHANGE IN LEGAL GUARDIAN’S RESIDENCY REQUIREMENT FOR OUT-OF-STATE KIN-GAP CASES 
This is to advise staff of the following per instruction received from the California Department Social Services (CDSS):

A relative legal guardian does NOT need to have resided in California or have previously met California residency requirement for the case to be eligible for Kin-GAP payments and benefits out-of-state/California.  

The case must continue to meet all other current Kin-GAP eligibility requirements including the requirement that the guardianship must have been established in a California Juvenile Court.  Please refer to Procedural Guide 0100-520.35, Kinship Guardianship Assistance Payment (KIN-GAP) Program, for more information.

Staff shall advise relative caregivers, prospective and current related legal guardians of this important information especially to those who are currently living out of state.
