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	CWS/CMS 6.8 CODE DROP SUMMARY

This is to advise staff that the CWS/CMS Code Drop 6.8 will take place on June 8, 2013.  There will be several changes to CWS/CMS related to Interstate Compact on the Placement of Children (ICPC), Dual Agency Status for a child client, Safety Assessment for Non-Minor Dependents (NMDs), and other NMD related changes.  The specifics are outlined below.  
Interstate Compact on the Placement of Children (ICPC) Changes 
Case Management Section- CSWs, including Adoptions Permanency Resource Division CSWs will now have the ability to document the following information on ICPC cases.  

ICPC-100A -Training Shot 1 

· The ICPC-100A page has been modified to indicate whether the ICPC information is for an Incoming or Outgoing ICPC.

· The ICPC-100A functionality has been expanded to document the following information: start date, county of creation, state, ICPC coordinator, the name of the person or facility for whom the home study request is being made and the ICPC termination reason.  Editing of the ICPC data is only allowed by the county of creation. 

· Ability to document a history of statuses for each ICPC-100A row.

· Ability to document home study information for each instance of an ICPC-100A.

· Ability to copy the new ICPC-100A row and its related home study information data, when applicable, to multiple related siblings’ cases.  This is a onetime copy event.
· The ICPC-100A document will have new fields for an outgoing ICPC request.

An existing ICPC-100A document is no longer required prior to creation of an ICPC-100B row or document.  Existence of the ICPC-100A row is still required.  

· Closure of a case is not allowed if there are any active ICPC-100A rows.

ICPC-100B- Training Shot 2 
· The ICPC-100B page has been modified to indicate whether the ICPC information is for an Incoming or Outgoing ICPC.
· The ICPC Actions and ICPC Reasons currently selected from the ICPC-100B dialog have been added to the ICPC-100B page.  There are three (3) values for selection for the ICPC actions and thirteen (13) values for selection for the ICPC termination reasons.  The ICPC-100B document has been updated to include the ICPC action data.

· Ability to clearly identify whether the county recording the ICPC-100B received the ICPC-100B from another state, or sent the ICPC-100B to another state.

· An ICPC-100B document is no longer required to be generated for each ICPC-100B row.
· When selecting ‘End Case’ from the Action drop-down menu and the case has an active ICPC Request, this error message will display: “This case has an active ICPC Request.  To terminate the ICPC Request, go to the ICPC-100B page of the Case Info notebook.”

	Other ICPC Changes
· The ICPC Progress Report document has been moved from Case Plan documents and added to the Case documents section.
· A new command button has been added and will display on the ICPC-100A and ICPC-100B pages if there are any ICPC rows entered prior to Release 6.8 (June 8, 2013).  Otherwise, the buttons will be hidden.  Two (2) new dialogs have been created to display Historical ICPC information, invoked by the two (2) new command buttons.  The new dialogs are not editable.  Historical ICPC documents are viewable, but can no longer be removed.

Documentation of Dual Agency Status for a Child Client- Training Shot 3
Client Management Section

· The Health notebook, Summary page has been updated to capture a history of the dual agency services received from California Children’s Services, a Regional Center, or a user-specified entity, including the start and end dates identifying when the services were received.

· On the Health notebook, Summary page, information in the Currently Receives Services From and Previously Received Services From frames are now historical and appear as read-only.
Safety Assessment for Non-Minor Dependents (NMDs)- Training Shot 4
Case Management Section 

· Safety assessment data for NMDs may be recorded in the Case notebook.

· Multiple caregivers may be associated with an NMD Safety Assessment.  For each caregiver an outcome will be recorded.

· Users will have the ability to indicate recipients and the date of one (1) or more Cross Reports (to Licensing and/or Law Enforcement) associated to an NMD Safety Assessment.
Placement Management Section
· For NMD Safety Assessments which are valid, a read-only grid containing NMD Safety Assessment history is available from the associated Substitute Care Provider Abstract, Placement Home Abstract, and Placement Home notebook.

· The Substitute Care Provider Abstract, Placement Home Abstract, and Placement Home notebook display a label indicating the presence of NMD Safety Assessment information when applicable.
Service Management Section

· A new Contact Purpose type value of ‘Conduct NMD Safety Assessment’ is available for selection in the Contact notebook.
Other NMD Related Changes
Placement Management Section
The ‘Age Range To’ field on the Placement Home ID page that indicates the upper desired age range in years for child(ren) for placement in a particular Placement Home, or for placement with a specific Foster Family Agency, or Group Home Organization has been modified to let users select an age up to 25 years old.  The default for this field will continue to be 18 years.  This upper age range is used during the Placement Home Match selection process if an age is specified as part of the Match criteria.
Service Management Section

A new Contact Type code table value of ‘Extended Foster Care Inquiry’ has been added to provide the ability to record a contact on behalf of a client that is making an inquiry regarding extended foster care.
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
