FOR DCFS SERVED FAMILIES AND INDIVIDUALS
This FYI is to provide all staff with updated resource information for families and individuals who may be in need of health care benefits, which may include coverage for supportive needs such as substance abuse rehabilitation services. 
Health Care Benefits Enrollment Unit at Edelman Children’s Court

On April 9, 2014, as a pilot project, DCFS and DPSS implemented the Health Care Benefits Enrollment Unit at Edelman Children’s Court.  The project has two DPSS Outreach Workers housed on the second floor of Edelman Children’s Court, Room 2054.  They are trained experts on Covered California, Medi-Cal eligibility and enrollment, and CalFresh benefits.  The goal of the project is to expedite health care coverage benefits (including substance abuse rehabilitation services for families where substance abuse services has been ordered by the Court) for DCFS families who visit the unit while attending their court hearings at Edelman Children’s Court.  The pilot focused on the families attending court hearings from the SPA 6 offices (Compton, Hawthorne and Wateridge).
Upon the release of this FYI, the Unit is being expanded to see all families in need of health care benefits who are attending their court hearings while at Edelman Children’s Court.  Please let your families, particularly on detention cases, know of this invaluable resource, located on the 2nd Floor in Room 2054.  The Unit is open to see families from 8 AM to 4:00 PM.
Co-Located CalFresh Outreach Workers Now Available to Enroll Families for Health Care Benefits
Also upon the release of this FYI, CalFresh Outreach Workers housed at all DCFS regional offices have expanded their served population from transition age youth exiting DCFS jurisdiction to now include all DCFS served families including parents, relative caregivers and voluntary cases.  As with the Edelman Children’s Court project, the co-located CalFresh Outreach staff are fully trained to determine eligibility and enrollment for Covered California and Medi-Cal.  Undocumented families maybe be eligible to receive limited Medi-Cal health benefits such as emergency hospitalization and pregnancy services. 

Attached is the current roster of DPSS Outreach Workers housed at DCFS regional offices and their days and times of availability.   
Finally, as a reminder, for additional substance resources, please refer to FYI 13-19 dated 10/23/13, titled, Matrix of Substance Abuse Programs to Assist in Meeting the Needs of DCFS -Served Parent(s)/Caregivers and Youth, that highlights the DCFS programs that exist to assist in accessing substance abuse treatment services for DCFS referred families.
