In all cases listed below attach BOTH reports to the completed DCFS 6011 and submit all to the court within (3) three days of replacement.
contracted group homes have both a Group Home Profile and a Group Home Biannual Self Report available in the LAKids, DCFS Systems section (right hand column) under COGNOS Reports.

· Click on "Group Home Profile" and select "Group Home Profile Report".

· Select the name of the group home from the drop down list.  This open's the Group Home Profile.

· Print the Group Home Profile.

· Click on the "Group Home Biannual Self Report" link located to the left of the Group Home Profile and below the drop down list box.  This open's the Group Home Biannual Self Report.

· Using the drop down menues, select the "Biannual Period", "Vendor Agency" and "Home".

· Print the Group Home Biannual Self Report.
NON-CONTRACTED GROUP HOMES will not have a Group Home Biannual Self Report in COGNOS and these will have to be completed manually.  Attached is a blank form to be given to the group home agency for completion.  Provide the agency with your FAX number and ask that the completed form be FAXed within 24 hours of placement in order to meet the required court reporting time frame.
NEW, NON-CONTRACTED GROUP HOMES will not have a Group Home Profile or a Group Home Biannual Self Report in COGNOS.  In these cases the procedure above for manual completion of the Group Home Biannual Self Report is to be followed and the information below is to be obtained from the group home agency and provided to the court:

1. Number of other children/youth in the group home and their age range.
2. Name of the CEO/Executive Director of the group home.
3. Number of children/youth who have returned home from the group home or moved to less restrictive placements in the past twelve months.
4. Number of children/youth who have been moved to other group homes in the past twelve months.

5. Number of children/youth who have come from other group homes in the past twelve months.
