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	Oversight of Licensed Foster Homes 

Located Outside of Los Angeles County
This FYI is intended to remind all staff that the Department’s Out-of-Home Care Management Division (OHCMD) has no jurisdiction over Licensed Foster Homes (LFHs) located outside of Los Angeles County and therefore cannot take any corrective action related to complaints or allegations involving these foster homes.
As OHCMD does not evaluate LFHs located outside Los Angeles County and cannot request corrective action plans or place these foster homes on Hold status, it is imperative that staff closely screen and inspect LFHs located outside of Los Angeles County prior to placing DCFS supervised children in such homes. Screening should always include a thorough review of the foster parents’ CWS/CMS profile and any associated child abuse and/or neglect referral history. Children’s Social Workers (CSWs) may also contact Community Care Licensing (CCL) to request complaint history and identified deficiencies of the LFH and list of adults cleared to reside in the home.
In addition, because OHCMD has no jurisdiction to complete annual re-evaluations of LFHs located outside of Los Angeles County, it is extremely important that CSWs closely monitor the living conditions and quality of care provided in these homes. Quality of life/quality of care concerns regarding these foster homes are to be reported to the Community Care Licensing office serving the county where the home is located. All suspected child abuse and/or neglect allegations must be immediately reported to the Los Angeles County Child Protection Hotline.
