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	Matrix of Substance Abuse Programs to Assist in Meeting the Needs of DCFS-Served Parent(s)/Caregivers and Youth

The attached Matrix has been updated from the 10/23/13 version.  It is a user friendly tool to assist SCSWs and CSWs in serving DCFS clients when a need has been identified to screen, clinically assess and/or provide treatment for substance abuse.  The Matrix provides key information, including eligibility criteria, services provided and referral information on current DCFS programs.  

Through its use, the most appropriate program to meet a client’s needs along the Substance Use Disorder continuum (previously referred to as the alcohol and other drugs continuum) can be identified and subsequently accessed while simultaneously contributing to a CSW’s case management responsibilities.  In addition, the use of the Matrix contributes to the maximizing the use of the current programs whenever possible.  Each of the current programs has unique features and DCFS is fortunate to have the current array of programs focused on clients who are served by the child welfare system. 

The Matrix will be periodically reviewed and updated as needed.

	Family Dependency Drug Court (FDDC) 

FDDC, cont. 


	New Cases located in SPA 1 (Lancaster and Palmdale); SPA 4 (Metro North); SPA 6 (Vermont Corridor); SPA 7 (Belvedere); SPA 8 (Torrance)

Cases with parents who acknowledge their substance abuse issues where a petition (detained or non-detained) is filed in the Dependency Court

Exceptions:  

- Parent(s) should not have an open criminal case

- Parent(s) can have only non-violent convictions (domestic violence are assessed on a case-by- case basis)

- Participants must not have a serious or overriding mental health issue that would interfere with Dependency Court issues

- Cases involving sexual abuse are not accepted

	Time Limited Family Reunification Program (TLFR)

 
	Any adult, parent or caregiver, receiving Court-ordered Family Reunification services with children who have been in placement for 15 months or less

Exceptions:

- Undocumented families are eligible but they cannot be eligible for, or be receiving CalWORKs, General Relief, or be eligible for substance abuse treatment under private insurance
