WITH THE CUSTODIAL PARENT
Studies have shown that some critical incidents and child fatalities occur while a child is living with his/her Custodial Parent (CP) and the CP’s live-in Significant Other (SO).  Risk Management tracks these data in the Critical Incident Fatality Tracking System, and DCFS has the additional ability to determine the percentage of children who suffer a critical incident or fatality while the CP’s SO is living in the home.  By ensuring that the CP’s live-in SO is created properly in CWS/CMS as instructed below, a report can be run to identify the number of cases and referrals where children live in the home of their CP and the CP’s live-in SO.
To create the CP’s SO in the Client Notebok:

1. Click on the + to create a Client Notebook for the SO.

2. Enter the SO’s name.

3. Selet the gender of the CP’s SO.

4. Go to the CP’s Client Notebook on the Related Clients page to relate her/him to the SO.
5. Select: “Significant Other/Significant Other” as the relatiohship between the CP and her/his SO.

6. When the new relatiohship is created, the “Live at the same location” checkbox is automatically checked.

a. If the CP and her/his SO do not live together, uncheck this box.

7. Go to the child’s Client Notebook on the Related Clients page.

8. Select: “No Relation/No Relation” between the child and the CP’s SO.

9. If there is more than one (1) child in the home, repeat the above steps for each child.
