This FYI provides notification to all CSWs that the Social Security Insurance (SSI) Unit in Glendora will provide additional support to Regional Operations by data entering FC 1633A, SSI Screening Guide information into the Special Projects (SP) Page of CWS/CMS to track our compliance with WIC 13757 to screen all transition age youth for potential eligibility for the federal SSI program.
WIC 13757 requires that foster youth with physical, developmental or mental disabilities, who are potentially eligible for SSI benefits, have applications submitted on their behalf prior to leaving foster care.  The purpose is to have SSI benefits in place, to provide transition age youth with a source of income, other support and assistance
CSWs are required to complete the FC 1633A, for all youth in their caseload ages 16.5 to 17.5 and file the hardcopy of the FC1633A in the CSW case record.
Effective immediately, CSWs are required to send a copy of the completed FC 1633A to the SSI Unit:
