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	SHELTER CARE TRANSPORTATION REQUESTS 
FOR SPECIAL NEEDS CHILDREN
It has come to our attention that some critical information is not being entered on the DCFS 4360, Request for Juvenile Court transportation and Shelter Care, regarding children/youth with special health care needs, prescribed medication, behavioral issues, allergies, dietary needs, mental health issues, etc.  For example, history of psychiatric hospitalization, runaway risk, assaultive behavior, and/or self-destructive behaviors (i.e., cutting).  This information is vital and necessary for routine and emergency care and supervision of children/youth while in Juvenile Court Shelter Care.  Providing this information will ensure that Shelter Care keeps our children and staff safe while the child is awaiting his/her court hearing and during transportation to and from Court.
When submitting the DCFS 4360, CSWs should take the following steps:

1. If a child is seriously behaviorally or medically handicapped, the child’s attorney should be contacted to determine if the child’s appearance can be waived or what accommodations can be made to facilitate the child’s presence and/or participation.

2. If the child is non-ambulatory, call the Court Transportation Unit Supervising Transportation Worker, (323) 526-6771 as soon as possible, but no later than the day before the hearing and order a specially equipped vehicle for the non-ambulatory child.

3. Indicate the child’s special needs and behaviors under the “Notes” section at the bottom of the DCFS 4360,
4. Remind the caregiver to send medications that are specifically labeled with the appropriate dosage and dispense times and all daily required medical equipment to court.

5. In cases of special needs children, such as children requiring insulin or an asthma inhaler/self-administered machines, stress to the caregiver the extreme importance of paying attention to these matters to avoid a potential emergency or possible death.
