This is to advise staff that the CWS/CMS Code Drop 7.3B will take place on November 14, 2015.  There will be several changes to CWS/CMS the specifics of which are outlined below with links to training materials.  
Changes Related to Attorney Notebook                  Training Materials
1. Users now have the ability to add/edit/delete multiple addresses for a single Attorney.

2. An address row is now required for each new Attorney created in the application.

3. Address information is required if an existing Attorney record has no address information.
4. Users now have the ability to end date an Attorney address.

5. Multiple labels will display in the Attorney notebook to encourage a search be performed prior to creating a new Service Provider and to alert the user to missing required fields on existing Attorney records.
6. Online Merge reports will display all addresses that are assigned to an Attorney record.

7. Online Merge reports will display an attorney Last Edit Date.
Changes to Placement Facility Search in Resource Management 
The Placement Home Search screen in Resource Management has been updated to allow users to perform wild card searches on SCP First Name, SCP Last Name, City Name, and Placement Facility Name.

Change to Most Recently Accessed List in Client Services                  
In Client Services there will now display up to ten (10) most recently accessed Cases and/or Referrals in the most recent file list instead of the four (4) that displayed prior to this code drop.
Quicker Lookup of Items in Some Dialogs
The following dialogs have been modified so that by clicking on the grid, then typing will take you to the next matching grid row. 

· Open Existing Case will put focus on the next matching Case

· Open Existing Referral will put focus on the next matching Referral 

· Open Existing Attorney will put focus on the next matching Attorney

· Assigned Cases/Referrals grid on the Summary page of the Caseload notebook will put focus on the next matching Case or Referral
