Regional CSW/ERCP CSW/Placement Assistance GS and HSA staff may transport child directly to a TSC (Note: GS/HSA staff will pick up child/youth from the TSC and transport to HUB, if medical follow up is needed)

APT CSW receives call from Region or ERCP &  the paperwork
When Placement is Secured, Placement Assistance Staff will transport the child/youth to permanent placement.
If placement is not secured within 24 hours, a team conference between APT and the Regional Staff will be convened on the second business day.
