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	DETENTION OF A NONMINOR DEPENDENT’S CHILD
This is to remind staff that all Non Minor Dependent (NMD) cases are assigned to Department 418.

Effective 10/1/16 in cases where a nonminor dependent has a child who is detained from that parent, staff are to document in the Detention report that the child’s parent is a nonminor dependent and provide the parent’s NMD’s XK number.  The reason for this is that the court wants these cases flagged so that the child’s case can be heard in Department 418, where the NMD parent’s case is heard.  In addition, staff are to provide this information to IDC when notifying IDC of a detention and requesting a petition filing. This will ensure that the minor’s case is assigned to Department 418 for the detention hearing.
