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	ON-GOING HEALTH CARE SERVICES

AT THE DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH SERVICES’ MEDICAL HUBS
This is to inform staff that the Department of Health Services’ (DHS) Medical Hubs in addition to providing Initial Medical Examinations and Forensic Evaluations also provide on-going health care for children who are placed in out-of-home care.  This category of services is often referred to as a medical home that provides comprehensive and continuous medical care to patients with the goal of obtaining maximized health outcomes. 

All staff are encouraged to inform caregivers of these services at the DHS Medical Hubs that are located throughout the County.  Caregivers should be referred to the DHS Medical Hub closest to their home.  No Medical Hub Referral Form is required for caregivers to use the Medical Hubs for on-going health care of DCFS-served children.  However, submission of a Medical Hub Referral Form may be required to receive the results of the visit through the DHS E-mHub System.
