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	TREATMENT FOR HEAD LICE AND SCABIES

This is to inform staff on head lice and scabies.  The attached documents provide information on the prevention, identification, removal of head lice and scabies.

Head Lice are small insects that feed on blood from the human scalp.  Head lice do not carry bacterial or viral infectious diseases.  Confirmation of head lice can be obtained by looking for the tiny live insects/nits with a careful exam of the hair (refer to Attachment 1).
Scabies is an infestation of the skin caused by mites that live under the skin.  The most common symptom of scabies is an itchy rash.  Scabies is diagnosed by a doctor or nurse looking at the rash and/or taking a scraping of the skin (refer to Attachment 2).
If a child on your caseload is thought to have head lice or scabies, you may refer the child to a Medical Hub, Comprehensive Health Clinic, or obtain treatment from the child’s primary physician.
