The change reflects that at least 50% of monthly visitation with a child in a group home or licensed, certified or approved foster home must take place in the residence, regardless of whether the child requests the visit outside the home. The CSW is also required to make contact with the caregiver in person or by phone, monthly.

This policy guide was revised per the following legislative changes that became effective January 1, 2014.

· Health and Safety Code 121020 - permits the CSW to consent to HIV testing and treatment for infants 0-12 months old; defines the treatment as emergency medical care and; requires the CSW to provide contact information for the biological mother to the physician.

· Welfare and Institutions Code (WIC) 369(h) - address that youth, 12 years of age or older, have the right to consent to and receive diagnosis and treatment of HIV/AIDS and that the CSW is authorized to inform the youth of this right.

· WIC 16001.9(a)(26) - states that youth, 12 years of age or older, have the right to access age-appropriate, medically accurate information about the prevention and treatment of HIV/AIDS.
