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The Los Angeles County Board of Supervisors and the Department of Children and Family Services (DCFS) established the Enrichment Plus Program in 1996.  This was an effort to honor and recognize the academic achievements of youth under the supervision of DCFS and the caregivers that have supported the youth in their accomplishments.

GOALS

The Enrichment Plus program is based on three principles:

1. The youth is improving or excelling at school through improved effort, grades, and the completion of all daily homework assignments.

2. Teachers, parents, caregivers, and Children’s Social Workers are working together to impress upon the youth the value of their education, confidence in their ability to achieve, the provision of educational resources, and improved collaboration to help each youth reach his/her potential.

3. Inspiring youth to dream, plan for, and pursue future opportunities for independent living and self-fulfillment, including attending universities and trade schools.

TARGET POPULATION

· All school age children under the supervision of DCFS.  

AWARD REFERRALS

The Board of Supervisors’ grants the Enrichment Plus Awards of Merit at their meeting on a quarterly basis (beginning in March).  Caregivers, Children Social Workers, teachers, and youth can make nominations for awards in three categories:

1. Most improved academic performance

2. Best academic performance

3. Best caregiver / teacher / parent / Children Social Worker teamwork alliance
