The following are definitions that will help explain overlapping placement dates.





A PLACEMENT EPISODE is the time period from the point a child is first removed from the home of his/her permanent placement, whether the child is returned home or otherwise.  One Placement Episode period may include one or more placements, i.e., replacement in foster care or non-foster care; if there are more than one, they must be continuous.  NOTE:  If the child returns to foster care placement, the Temporary Custody Notebook must be completed to start a new placement episode.





A PLACEMENT always constitutes a placement episode or part of a placement episode.  The placement start/stop date is the date the child is physically admitted/released from the home/facility.  The placement stop date will be the same as the replacement start date within a placement episode.  The Placement Change Page, Notification to Remove date is the date the child is released from the home/facility.





A PAYMENT date is the date the child first/last slept in the home/facility.  The Ongoing Requests Page shall indicate the payment end date as one day prior to the placement stop date.  Exceptions:  The payment start date for initial relative (Youakim) foster care is the date of detention.  The payment stop date is the date the CSW requests a ‘bed hold’ for a runaway child.
