FOSTER CARE RATES AS OF 2009

ALL COUNTIES ARE PAYING SAME STATE RATE.

There are five levels which determine the rate of reimbursement to the caregiver.  These rates result from a child assessment which is completed when the child comes into care.  The assessment looks at the needs of the child in determining the rate.

LEVEL I  (A)

$16.50 a day - Is for basic care for a child with minimal needs.

LEVEL II (B)

$26.25 a day – Is for a child with mild needs.

LEVEL III (C)

$39.38 a day – Is for a child with moderate needs who requires a specialized foster home.

LEVEL IV (D)

$52.50 a day –Is for a child that may have significant developmental delays, impulsivity 




   requiring external controls, ongoing conflict in relationships, and be unresponsive to 


   social prompts.

LEVEL V (E)

$65.82 a day – Is for a child with treatment level needs who has severe needs as a result perhaps of 


   severe developmental needs, risk to self or others, inability to maintain control in spite 

   of close supervision.

Unlicensed homes in Maine receive a rate of $10.00 a day, and the caregiver is provided with much encouragement to follow through with the process to become licensed.  Many of these unlicensed caregivers are kinship placements.
