The Uniform Foster Care Rate is a standard scale of monthly payments to foster parents for the cost of caring for a foster child.

The basic rate is intended to cover food, clothing, school supplies, housing, basic transportation, personal care and other expenses.

INITIAL CLOTHING ALLOWANCE EFFECTIVE JANUARY 1, 2010

2. The foster child has few clothing items and it has been at least 4 months since the child was last in out-of-home placement.
